Recreational activities at the GTM Reserve are primarily based around the rich variety of natural
resources found here and include hiking, biking, fishing, kayaking or canoeing, bird watching and
much more. Hiking and biking are popular along the more than nine miles of nature trails and old
service roads that wind through the hammock, scrub and flatwoods in the interior portion of the
GTM Reserve. Access to the trails is at the west end of the Guana River Dam. There are no
overnight camping facilities or developed picnic areas. There are three beach parking lots on the
west side of A1A. Park here and walk across A1A to the beach dune walkovers that will lead you to
a beautiful coquina sand beach.

Other Tips

Attire is business casual, except for the Thursday night entertainment and EcoWalk, where party
and outdoor attire sneak in.
